Week One ï Part 3  

 

Welcome to day three. 

Yesterday was a very busy day so you will be relieved to here that todayôs work is not going to 

take very long ï but is still very important though! 

Whilst Google has by far the lionôs share of all UK search (around 80%), it is still essential to 

have a business listing with the other two major search engines in the UK. 

 

So today we are going to be taking a look at: 

¶ Creating a business listing with Yahoo UK Local 

¶ Creating a business listing with Microsoft Bing 
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Getting Listed in Yahoo UK Local:

Are you already listed? 

The first thing to do is check to see if you are already listed with Yahoo UK Local. So perform a 

search for your business. 

Do you have a listing? 

If yes, are the details correct? 

 

No Business Listing? 

Unlike Google, you can NOT create an account with Yahoo UK Local and submit/manage your 

own listing.  

This process is managed by a 3rd party in the UK called Infoserve Ltd. 

Their website is: 

http://search.infoserve.com/index.asp  

To get your business into the Yahoo UK Local directory you will need to submit a request to 

Infoserve Ltd via their form on the website address given above.

Make sure your details are correct and that you choose the product ñYahoo! Localò. 

Hit the submit button and you will be contacted by a sales rep (more on this in a moment.) 
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When The Sales Rep Contacts Youé 

Infoserve and Yahoo UK Local are both businesses and are seeking to make money from 

enhanced/premium business listings... just like any other directory. 

In the case of Yahoo UK Local they are called ñFeatured Listingsò 

Here is an example, the Featured Listings always appear at the top of each category: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Now only you can assess the value for your business of having a Featured Listing in Yahoo UK 

Local. But do NOT feel pressured into signing up for one when contacted by the Infoserve 

Sales Rep. 

Your aim is to get listed in the directory and so a FREE Classified Listing is fine for now. You 

can always upgrade later if you wish. 

 

Your Goals? 

#1 - Get as many Citations as possible, and a citation from Yahoo UK Local is an important 

one to have! 

#2 ï Appear in the Yahoo 3 Pack (Yahooôs equivalent to the Google Pack.) 

Here in this next screenshot you can see the top 3 business listings for the term: London 

menôs hairdresser that appear in the main search at: http://uk.yahoo.com

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Note that these are exactly the same businesses, and listing order, as in the previous 

screenshot.

Just like Google, Yahoo has a separate algorithm for its local business listings. No one outside 

of Yahoo knows just how it works, however by doing all the work you were asked to do 

yesterday (Citations, Reviews and links on Local websites etc.). You will be showing your 

authority and relevance to Yahoo and so influence your rankings at Yahoo UK Local. 

Note: Remember searchers can always sort by: Nearest, Alphabetical and User Ratings 
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Getting Listed in Bing: 

Bing is Microsoftôs search engine and was formerly known as Live Search. 

Across all my websites Bing does not send me very much traffic, but all qualified traffic is good 

ï especially if it is free. 

Sadly though the Local Search experience in Bing is not all it could be and just like Yahoo UK 

Local, there is NO way to directly submit a UK business listing! 

Bing Local http://www.bing.com/local/ (it should detect you are in the UK) is the ñlocalò 

search area and just like the other search engines; this information is ñpulledò into the main 

search area via the use of a ñBing 3 Packò. http://www.bing.com  

Here are some screenshots showing this is action: 

#1 ï At the main search area I type in the term: menôs hairdresser London and get a ñBing 3 

Packò at the top of the organic search results. You will also note the ñLocalò button in the left 

hand corner. This is displayed when Bing detects this is a local search and takes you directly to 

all the Bing local business listings. Or you can click the link ñGo to top local listingséééò 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

By clicking either you will end up at http://www.bing.com/local/ as the next screenshot

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From here you can explore and sort the business listings. Just like Yahoo these are more like 

classified listings rather than the full business listing you get with Google Maps as part of its 

local search. 

Bing uses some impressive map technology from Multimap, now a wholly owned subsidiary of 

Microsoft.  

So we have 2 sites from which to search from:

& business searches from directly within Multimap here: http://www.multimap.com/listings/  

The following page shows screenshots for both, using the search query for a london menôs 

hairdresser. 

If you look very carefully you will see a difference between the rankings of the businesses on
